From the Common Areas Committee
Issues and Status:

Gate: Main front gate has been repaired several times but other repairs needed to bring it up to standards. Bids are being developed. Pedestrian Gate: This has been a problem since first installed. The entire gate mechanism was mis-wired and has to be replaced. Clearly this was the original contractor’s fault.  A bid has been received to repair this. This has our highest priority to be completed quickly.

AT&T wires not buried: Phone calls to AT&T and to Councilman Skyring has thus far brought promises but no action. AT&T says they are sorry for delay (of many, many months) but little action except for a truck and two personnel looking at the problem last week. 

Trees and debris removal from Gustav damage:  We were getting bids on the removal of the trees at the end of Magnolia Leaf Drive which damaged the corner of Danny Loar’s garage and the fence behind Halphen’s house.  However, Danny Loar got an opinion from the department of DPW who with the city attorney and FEMA have agreed that the removal should be done by DPW, saving us a good deal of money.  They also plan to pick up tree debris curbside throughout the subdivision. So far they have cut the big tree on the ground into smaller pieces and on the 24th they removed all but the biggest pieces.  The small amounts of debris left must be handled by the home owner. 

We are also having BREC look at the Water Oak which has partly fallen and the large Red Oak which appears vulnerable but is upright next to the Moledous’s house. 


Danny, Glen and Neil cleared a few trees resting against our fence near the entrance and discovered, after talking to neighbors, that we own a small piece of land behind the fence, between our fence and a chain link fence. The fence needs minor repairs which we will do shortly. 

Other Common Grounds:  Glenn Coughlin has pointed out to us that we a fence obscured common ground at the back of houses on lots 56-59 on Alayna’s Court. This area is 86 feet by 246 feet and lies between the fences and the main ditch. It is not clear what if anything we should do with that; it is not cleared.

Landscape work (Grass and other items):  We continue to work with the landscape group to keep the property well maintained. Some issues still being resolved are common areas, and fire ant control. A death in the contractor’s family has delayed some changes.

Items under review and repair:

1. Lights in front. Glenn has changed out some bulbs but we would like better lighting near the entrance gate control box and surrounding areas.

2. Gate to public ditch.  According to official plans, there was supposed to have been a gate in the fence to allow DPW and others to get to the ditch which runs alongside so it can be kept free of debris and also allow us access to the other common areas we mentioned above.  

3. Front fence.  Gustav loosened one piece of the front fence to the left of the entrance gate. Glenn and a few of us plan to re-bolt that.  It appears that it failed because of poor workmanship in securing the fence to the brick posts.

4. Road deterioration. We are seeing the start of new areas where Magnolia Leaf Drive is sinking. The large sinkhole toward the front of the subdivision was repaired in March or April but we are now seeing cracks and sinking areas near the corner with Tanya’s Trail.  These new areas continue to concern us.
