Please mark October 22nd 7:00 P.M. on your calendars. This is the date for our annual Homeowners Association Annual Meeting.  Towards the end an election will be held for a new board of directors, who will serve for one year. Please consider running for the board yourself. If you do want to be nominated, please email me at the address below, and I will make sure your name is on the ballot. 

I am attempting to reserve a meeting room at the Bluebonnet Library for this event. However the person in charge for this activity won’t be back from vacation for two weeks. Since we are a new organization (to the library) no one else can get us on the approved list. We will email you the meeting location as soon as it is settled upon.

Per the bylaws, each lot gets one vote. Thus there are a maximum of 59 votes that can be cast for the Board of Directors. After the Board is elected, the seven members will then vote for the four officer positions (President, Vice-President, Secretary, and Treasurer.) The Board will also choose chairs and membership on the various standing committees (Architectural Design, Common Areas, Communications, Homeowners Maintenance, Governmental Relations, and Social Events). Three Board members serve on each committee.
FYI, if you use the pedestrian gate, please close it behind you when you leave. The entry code is 1234.

A reminder: Be sure to lock your car doors at all times. Our front gate is designed to slow down people seeking access to our subdivision. 70% or all crimes are those of opportunity. The gate is just a thin layer of security, slowing the bad guys down a bit. There is no guard there. The perimeter of our subdivision is open and easily accessible. Please use good judgment on this matter.

From the Chair of the Homeowners Maintenance Committee
Please remember that you are responsible for maintaining a neat and attractive lot.  This includes edging along the sidewalk and street, flower beds, yards, trees etc.  You are responsible for the entire lot.  
There are many yards that are in violation of subdivision regulations.  Notices will be sent out informing homeowners of the violation.  From that date the homeowner will have ten days to complete lot maintenance.  After ten days a lawn company will be hired to maintain the lawn at the owner’s expense.  This is all outlined clearly in section 4.7 of the act of restrictions available on the subdivision website.  
It is in the best interest of all residents and owners to maintain an attractive lot.  This affects the property value of the entire neighborhood.
